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Some 135 applications were received - 53 chosen to attend the School. 

Attendance was finally 45 after attrition mainly due to visa problems particularly for the Asian students. All costs at the School were covered, as was registration for the 21st ISN Congress, and they also received a contribution towards their travel costs. The successful applicants were a mixture of young postdocs and senior PhD students and ~50% were from South America and Mexico.
