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Dear members of ISN Conference Committee
We would like to express our gratitude to the ISN for supporting “II Neurotoxicity Society Meeting: Mechanisms for neurodegenerative disorders” carried out in April 8 -10, 2005 in Viña del Mar, Chile. In our view and that of all participants, the meeting was complete sucess from several point of view: (i) participation of 39 invited  international speakers from the USA, UK, France, Sweden, Denmark, Germany, Italy, Poland, Hungary, Israel, Australia, Argentina, Uruguay, and 12 national speakers (Chile); (ii) we combined basic and clinical aspects, organizing two clinical round tables; (iii) participation of 60 graduate students from Chile, other Latinamerican countries (including, Mexico, Brazil, Argentina, Uruguay and USA, with poster presentations and a symposium with formal presentations from the students themselves; (iv) excellent, in depth discussions after oral presentations and in poster presentation sessions; (v) establishment of several collaborations between laboratories from Latinamerica with groups in the USA and Europe; (vi) planning of the III Neurotoxicity Society meeting in 2007, to be held in Pucón, Chile, and 2009 in Argentina.

 It is important to note that all international invited speakers cover travel costs to Chile with their own funds. This meeting also provided a unique opportunity to graduate students and young scientists from Chile and other Latinoamerica countries to participate and discuss their research work in an international meeting with leaders of the field. This is particularly relevant, considering the unlikely possibility for graduate students or junior scientists to travel to international conferences from Latinamerica to Europe or USA due to high cots. It is therefore critical to continue to carry out this meeting, either in Chile or in other Latiamerican countries. 

The meeting was composed by (i) 32  25-min presentations followed by 5-min discussions; (ii) 53 poster presentations; (iii) 2 plenary sessions; (iv)2 presentations by graduate students; (v) the Annual meeting of Neurotoxicity Society (to discuss state of affairs and future goals); (vi) 2 clinical round tables (Alzheimer and Parkinson´s disease) composed of the  presentation of differential diagnosis and treatment, followed by general discussions; (vii) a Ph.D. course of Faculty of Medicine, University of Chile entitled Neurotoxicity: Cellular and Molecular Mechanism, diagnosis, and treatment of neurodegenerative. The total number of participants was 121. We supported 49 students with different fellowships. The support from ISN (7.000 US$) and CAEN-ISN (2000 US$) corresponding to  $5.130.000 were used to cover a part of meeting costs (in pesos):
