Report of the Committee for Aid and Education in Neurochemistry 2006-2007


This brief report concerns the activities of CAEN during the period July 2006-May 2007, during which 16 grants were awarded to scientist from 10 countries in 4 continents. 

The Chair is once again grateful for the active participation of those CAEN members whose agile and thoughtful input made the work possible. 

During this period several reports on the activities of the awardees were received by CAEN. The Chairman of the Committee is happy to witness the positive impact of the CAEN awards to individual young scientists and most particularly the enormous spread of the financial aid to dozens of students and young faculty in the growing number of awards to support international schools and courses. 
Applications funded (16: Africa, 4; Asia, 3; Eastern Europe, 2; South America, 7).
Young neurochemists from the African continent were awarded CAEN support to attend the Mediterranean Conference of Neurosciences 2006, held in Marrakech in December 2006. African students also received financial aid to attend the 1st International Conference on “Environment and the Developing Brain” held in Owerri, Nigeria, in July 2006.  








On the Indian subcontinent, CAEN provided travel grants to students to participate in the International Workshop on Molecular Biology in Neuroscience and the Symposium on Neurodegeneration and Stem Cell Research, held at the University of Sri Jayewardenepura, in Sri Lanka, in December 2006. 
Latin American students were recipients of several dozen awards from CAEN to attend various international schools and courses: the International School on “Neurons and Glial Cells: Life, Death and Resurrection” took place in Buenos Aires, Argentina, in September 2006; the attendance of young Latin American neurochemists at the international workshop on “Embryonic stem cells as a model for mammalian development” held in Santiago de Chile, Chile, in January 2007, was also defrayed in part with CAEN support.   Finally, CAEN is providing special aid to Latin American scientists to attend the ISN Biennial meeting to be held in Cancun in August 2007.                                                                                 
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
