Conference Committee report, August 2007

Since the last conference committee report, which was reported at Council meeting in Singapore in August 2006 three deadlines for the application of ISN support for conferences have been resolved. 

For the April 30, 2006 deadline there were ten applications examined. Every application was considered worth supporting to some extent. The name of the applicants and the amount granted are summarised in the attached tables.

For the October 31, 2006 deadline there were twelve applications examined and seven of them were considered worth supporting to some extent as well (See the attached tables).

For the April 30, 2007 deadline there are twelve applications submitted and they are under the evaluation now.

However, we had to reject one of October 2006 deadline and some of April 2007 deadline applications, which are planning to be held the conferences less than three months after the deadlines.

Six meeting reports of the conferences supported in October 31, 2005 session (Quiroga, Boosma, Klumpp, Pedreira, Saria and Gruetter) and six in April 30, 2006 session (Rowan, Sandman, Bagetta, Dobrota, Segura-Aguilar and Geiger) have been approved.  

During this period, ISN conference committee examined submissions (deadline February 28, 2007) for the Young Scientist Lectureship Award that has been programmed for the ISN/ASN meeting in Cancun. Seventeen proposals were received and the ISN-CC had a very difficult task selecting only two among several outstanding young scientists. 

ISN-CC had decided to award to Dr. Michael Alan Cousin from University of Edinburgh, UK and Dr. Martin Beaulieu from Duke University Medical Center, USA. They are going to have a 30 minute lecture each at the ISN/ASN meeting in Cancun.
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
