The 20th Biennial Meeting of the ISN jointly with the ESN took place from August

registrations from 55 countries were truly a significant international representation
of neurochemists from all over the world.
About 750 abstracts included 523 poster abstracts, on a wide range of important
topics in neurochemistry and general neuroscience were presented during the
meeting, and highly renowned plenary speakers and high-quality sessions completed
the scientific program. Various social events, which were well attended, supplemented
the programme.
A detailed questionnaire was completed by over 30 % of the participants, which
enables us to assess the quality of the meeting in very detail. I am happy to report
that the question “did this meeting fulfil your personal requirements and expectations”
was answered with “yes” by 71,5% and with “partly” by 25,6%. Only 2,9% found
their expectations not fulfilled.
As chair of the local organizing committee I once again thank all participants who
rewarded our efforts by shaping this meeting so pleasantly and I am looking forward
to meeting all of you, and possibly many more, again in Cancun in 2007.

In 1970 the Journal became the property of ISN and this was followed
(1980) by some rather acrimonious interactions with Robert Maxwell which
resulted in litigation and movement of the Journal to Raven Press (details are to
be found: J Neurochemistry 61:S287-S370 (1993). Since that time, relationships
with our publishers have been uniformly excellent.
