- 80% of the amount granted will be transferred to a bank account of the applicant's institution, the host's institution, or a designated bank account associated with the meeting. Other arrangements may exceptionally be considered but must be approved in advance by the ISN Treasurer
-If the dates of your workshop or small school change you must inform ISN-CAEN Chair immediately; failing this, ISN has a right to request a return of the funds
- Transfer to any private bank account is not possible
- The responsible organizer is expected to submit a full report to CAEN chair within one month of the end of the workshop. The report should indicate the outcomes and benefits derived from the funds provided. A list of recipients and the support provided to them must be included, as should:
- An official financial report from the host institute or conference organiser
- One photograph of attendees at the relevant workshop or school
- The remaining 20% of the financial support will only be made available and transferred to the conference organizers or chairs upon receipt of the full report and its approval by CAEN.
On receipts of the support I agree:

1. advertise the ISN-supported event via ISN social media.

2. inform the audience at the event about ISN and the benefits of an ISN membership (slides will be provided by the ISN secretariat).

3. to submit a full report within one month after the workshop, describing how the funds were spent including an official financial report (from the host institute or conference organiser). The outcomes and benefits derived from the funds provided. 
4. to provide a list of recipients who received support and their affiliation. 
5. to provide at least one photograph of attendees at the workshop.

6. to provide a confirmation of the used of the provided ISN slides to inform the audience on ISN and on the benefits of an ISN membership.

7. to provide a confirmation of the posting of information on the ISN supported event on the ISN Social Media channels before the event took place.

8. to provide a confirmation of the posting of some concluding statements with pictures on the success of the ISN supported event on the ISN Social Media channels after the event took place.
