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ISN Career Support Committee – Career Interruption Re-Entry Grant (CIRE) Application Form

Deadline: October 31 

The CSC Interruption Re-Entry Grant supports the reintegration of senior researchers into active research following significant career interruptions. This funding is intended for established scientists in neurochemistry who have experienced disruptions due to childbirth, major illness, or extended caregiving responsibilities.

Applicants must demonstrate a strong track record in neurochemistry and show that they were internationally competitive prior to the interruption. This grant aims to facilitate their return to research by providing essential resources to re-establish their scientific activities.


SUBMISSION AND COMPLETION OF APPLICATION:
All applications must fulfil the stated criteria to ensure they are eligible. Applications that do not meet all these criteria will not be considered.

Applicants MUST be active members with 24 months continuous of the ISN membership at the time of applying. Only members who have renewed their membership for the current year are eligible to apply for CSC and to receive the financial support.

Applications must be submitted as a SINGLE pdf file that includes the appendices.
