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ISN Career Support Committee – Return Home Grant (RHG) Application Form


The CSC Return Home Grant is designed to support young investigators (postdocs, faculty members, and young group leaders up to 10 years post-doc) who are returning home to a low- or middle-income country (as per World Bank Classifications) after holding a postdoctoral position in a developed country*. The grant helps ease the transition back home and supports the establishment of independent neurochemistry research, promoting continued scientific productivity in the investigator’s home country.

ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA: 

· Applicants must be ISN Postdoc or Full Members with a minimum of 24 months of continuous membership at the time of application.
· Applicants must be within 10 years of being awarded a PhD.
· Applicants must have independent researcher status at the host institution in the eligible country.

IMPORTANT: APPLICANTS WHO HAVE ALREADY RETURNED TO THEIR HOME COUNTRY ARE INELIGIBLE TO APPLY. However, they can return home between submitting the application form and receiving the grant funds. 

2) At the time of applying, candidates need to have support from the Departmental Chair of the institution where they would be initiating their independent research activities. 

SUBMISSION AND COMPLETION OF APPLICATION:
All applications must fulfil the stated criteria to ensure they are eligible. Applications that do not meet all these criteria will not be considered.

Applicants for Career Support Committee funding MUST be active members with 24 months continuous of the ISN membership at the time of applying. Only CSC awardees who have renewed their membership for the current year are eligible to apply for CSC and to receive financial support.

 Applications must be submitted as a SINGLE pdf file that includes the appendices.
